As you are likely aware by now, the PMI Mid-Missouri Chapter is ,\Oth A,nnLVGFSQr

celebrating its 10" Anniversary! /\_}/

The idea of forming a Chapter began in 1999 when Charles

Coldwell and Faye Zumwalt, both PMPs, met and discussed the
value a local Chapter could offer. The duo quickly recruited Tom
Stokes, Frank Cox, Debbie Tedeschi and Patrice Manuel, and
together, the group worked to become chartered with the Project
Management Institute (PMI). Aiding the effort were consulting
firms Rose International and Skyler-Marks, who both contributed
seed money to enable the Chapter to meet initial operating
expenses.

The inaugural (pre-charter) kickoff meeting for the then soon-to-
be Chapter took place on March 30, 2000, with the PMI Mid-
Missouri Chapter becoming officially chartered with PMI on June
22, 2000. At the time of being chartered, the Chapter had
approximately 60 initial members, and has grown to over 130
active members with many more individuals who regularly attend
the programs and professional development activities offered by
the Chapter.

Over the past ten years, the Chapter has played an important role
in helping both individuals and organizations develop, promote
and maintain project management skills and expertise by offering
80 programs and professional development workshops, resulting
in over 350 Professional Development Units (PDUs) for use in
maintaining PMI and other certifications. When it comes to
educational offerings, few Chapters of this size do better in their
ability to attract internationally recognized authors and subject
matter experts.
